* Every person not counted costs about $1,500 per year.
That money gets sent to other cities and other states.
*  We only get this chance every 10 years! We have to
live with our count for a long time. We lost $6 million
because the 2010 Census showed a 12% drop in
population down to 18,931, undercounting one third!
